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Birth centers offer employee health benefit savings to business and industry. Data collected by the Health Insurance Association of America indicates that businesses and industry could save over $314 million per year if only 150,000 births were attended in birth centers. According to the World Health Organization, “The midwife appears to be the most appropriate and cost-effective type of healthcare provider to be assigned to the case of normal pregnancy and birth.” Birth Centers contain healthcare coverage costs by:

· Providing a program of primary care that emphasized education, wellness, and prevention.

· Using established policies and procedures for screening and transfer of women with problems to acute care services.

· Minimizing the use of technology, which lowers equipment and maintenance costs

· Using existing community services when available for transport services, social services, medical consultation, laboratories, etc.

· Encouraging breastfeeding, which has been shown to reduce childhood illnesses. Ninety-nine percent of (99%) birth center patients begin breastfeeding after birth, compared to less than 50% of hospital patients.
