J. C.’s testimony of God’s work in her family:

“Our first child was born with clubbed feet.  They were detected via ultrasound at 24 weeks.  Talk of genetic disorders, birth defects, etc. circulated through the room.  I couldn’t deal with it, so we prayed for the remainder of our pregnancy—no more tests!  At 40 weeks, the feet were confirmed to be clubbed.  We prepared for an induction to set her feet in casts.  Thank God, it was just her feet—she was otherwise healthy.  Today, she is almost six, running, jumping, doing gymnastics, swimming, and starting Kindergarten.

 Our second child was detected with Chorid Plexis Cysts at her 20 week ultrasound.  This finding could mean Trisomy 18, dead at birth.  So, this time my husband cried.  I had never seen him cry before as he says, ‘they (doctors) just want to steal the joy from our pregnancies’.  We prayed that God would form her into His likeness, refused further testing, and put the “joy” back into our pregnancy.  Rebekah “Joy” was born perfectly healthy and has the gracious, giving spirit of God.

 Our third child wasn’t coming as fast as we planned.  We sought fertility assistance, cried (a lot), and prayed that God would bless us with a son.  We knew his name years in advance, but didn’t know when or how he was coming.  FINALLY, after a year of waiting, he was conceived.  Yes, God blessed us with another baby, and this time a son!!

 Our fourth child is waiting for us, we are waiting for him.  He is coming from South Korea—but we don’t know when, or even who he is.  He does have a name, an identity though.  We call him “Caleb”.  His formal name will be Bradley Caleb.  He is receiving his father’s name.  Just as we are called Christians (meaning little christs) when we are saved, our adopted son will have his father’s name.

 You see—God makes families!  Sometimes they’re a “woops”, sometimes they are “planned”, sometimes they are assisted in coming, and sometimes they are escorted from another country.  But, they are always from the Lord, formed by the Lord.  Children are a gift from God.”
